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III. VEHICLE PREPARATION 

1. Park vehicle on level surface. 

2. Engage parking brake and disconnect battery. 

3. Using blue masking tape, mask along the profile of your truck above the bumper. This will 

help protect your truck from any accidental scratches. 

IV. REMOVAL OF OE BUMPER 

 

1. Unplug the fog lights, engine block heater, and adaptive cruise control (if applicable).  

2. Using 15mm socket, remove two bolts attaching bumper side brace to frame. (both sides) 

 
3. Using a trim tool or flathead screwdriver, remove trim piece from around tow hooks.  
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4. Using an 18mm socket, remove eight bolts attaching the bumper to the frame. Remove bumper and 

set aside. It will not be reused.  

 
5. Using an 18mm socket, remove four bolts attaching tow hook to frame. Set aside; it will not be reused. 

(both sides) 

 
6. Using 18mm socket, remove two nuts attaching underrun bracket to frame. Set aside; it will not be 

reused. (both sides) Bolt strips and nuts will be reused. 
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7. FOR TRUCKS EQUIPPED WITH FRONT SENSORS: Lay OE bumper face down on a carpeted 

surface or a piece of cardboard. Carefully remove sensors, sensor retainers, and wiring harness from OE 

bumper. Be sure to keep sensors and sensor retainers in same order as OE bumper. It is recommended to 

immediately place sensors and sensor retainers in HammerHead bumper as they are removed from OE 

bumper.  

V. INSTALLATION OF HAMMERHEAD BUMPER 

1. Lay bumper face down on a carpeted surface or a piece of cardboard. Install all lights in bumper with 

brackets and hardware provided by light manufacturer. Install winch into bumper at this time using 

hardware supplied by winch manufacturer. 

2. Layout frame mounts and hardware from kit #98.  

 
3. Install frame mounts on frame with hardware from kit #98. Insert bolts from the top. Use bolt strips 

removed in step 6 to attach HH mount on both sides of frame. Do not fully tighten.  
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4. Layout weldnut tab 5 and hardware from kit #97 as shown below.  

 
5. Using a hoist or a few friends, attach bumper to frame mounts using hardware kit #53 and weld nut tabs 

as shown below.  Start all bolts before aligning bumper. Align bumper a minimum of ¼” below plastic 

fascia. When truck flexes off-road, this distance allows your bumper and body to have clearance. Fully 

        tighten bolts with ¾” socket. Fully tighten frame mount bolts as well at this time.
