II. TOOL LIST 

1. A Good Friend 

2. Basic Tool Kit

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III. VEHICLE PREPARATION 

1. Park vehicle on level surface. 

2. Engage parking brake and disconnect battery. 

3. Using blue masking tape, mask along the profile of your truck above the bumper. This will help protect 

your truck from any accidental scratches. 

 

IV. REMOVAL OF OE BUMPER 

1. Place blue tape along the inside upright portion of the valence under the headlight. Using a plastic body pry tool, pry 

the plastic piece under the headlight. Pull it out enough to access bolt attaching the grill to the body. Using a 10mm socket 

(arrow), remove bolt. (both sides) NOTE: It can be difficult to disengage the tabs.  

 
 

2. Using a T15 Torx, remove two bolts attaching hood lever extension to lever. Remove lever and set aside. NOTE: After 

removing lever, DO NOT SHUT HOOD! 
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3. Use trim tool to remove nine push pins attaching engine shroud to body. Remove and set aside.  

 
4. Using a 10mm socket, remove four bolts attaching grill top to body. Remove grill by gently pulling away from truck 

and set aside.  

     

 
5. Using 15mm socket, remove three bolts attaching bumper side brace to bumper and frame. Remove brace and set aside.  

(both sides) 
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6. Using an 18mm socket and a 12” extension, remove four bolts attaching bumper to frame. Remove bumper and set 
aside.  

 
6. Using 7mm socket, remove four screws attaching louvers to OE bumper mounts.  

 
7. Using 15mm socket remove eight bolts attaching OE bumper mounts to frame. Set mounts aside.  
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8. Using 18mm socket and wrench, remove bolts attaching tow hooks to frame. Remove tow hooks and set aside.  

 
 

V. INSTALLATION OF HAMMERHEAD BUMPER 

1. Lay bumper face down on a carpeted surface or piece of cardboard. Install all lights and sensors in Hammerhead 

bumper at this time. Use included Bar mount brackets (601-56-2958 and 2959) and Hardware kit #57 to attach 20” bar in 
bumper to mount in bumper. Use hole in bracket and bumper that works best with your light bar. Tighten bolts from 

hardware kit #57 with 7/16” socket and wrench. 

 

2958-2959 brackets 
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3. Replace grill, shroud, and, hood latch lever extension.  

4. Lay out frame mounts, lower mounts, and shroud mounts as shown. Use OE hardware to attach HH bumper mounts to 

frame flange.  

 
3. Attach shroud mounts to lower inside frame mounts using OE bolts. Using two hardware kit #57s and louver mounts, 

attach louver to frame mount bolts. If you do not have the louvers, skip this step.  

 
 

4. Attach lower mounts to frame and HH mounts using six bolts, six nuts, six lockwashers, and 12 flatwashers from 

hardware kit #1.  
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5. Using a hoist or a few friends, attach bumper to frame mounts using hardware kit# 58 and weldnut tabs. Start all bolts 

before aligning bumper. Leave a minimum of 3/8” space between bumper and truck body. When the truck flexes off-road, 

this distance allows your bumper and truck body to have clearance. Tighten bolts with ¾” socket. Tighten frame mount 

bolts at this time.
